Course Description: As a part of the Illinois Secretary of State Graduated Licensing Program, we offer a four-phased driver education program for sophomore students

during the second year of Physical Education.  Sophomore ROTC students are offered the Driver Education at the end of the day.  The four phases include: Phase 1 Classroom-the study of the rules and laws governing the safe operation of a motor vehicles for a minimum of 30 classroom hours.  Phase 2 Simulation-the mode of instruction that bridges the gap between classroom instruction and actual handing of motor vehicle through the usage of educational videos, films, class discussion and student response.  Phase 3 Range- qualified instructors teach basic handling skills and maneuvers that are essential to safe driving.  After completing this component, students begin the 25 hours of supervised driving as required by the state.  Phase 4 Traffic- the traffic experience is a culmination of each student’s abilities learned from the previous three phases.  Evaluation cards are given to the students to assess their strengths and weaknesses.  The final product is a knowledgeable, safe and courteous driver.
