Special Education Department Description


The Special Education Department at Lane Tech High School has grown in the past couple of years.  To support the academic advancement and physical and emotional health of students, with a special focus on those who have disabilities and those who are at-risk.

The mission of the program is:
· Ensuring that every student has equal access to all programs and activities at Lane Tech. 

· Improving the achievement of students who are disabled and have special needs through effective and innovative service delivery models which meet the needs of the individual learner. 

· Promoting high standards and expectations. 

· Preparing students for graduation and employment.
· Capitalizing on the resources of families, teachers, and community. 

The specialized services in the department include:
Hearing Impaired Program- The students attend regular education classes and report to the special education resource room where they receive support services provided by the teacher of the hearing impaired and a sign language interpreter.

Mildly Learning Disabled Program- The students attend regular education classes and report to the special education resource room where they receive support services provided by the teacher of the learning disabled.

Severely Learning Disabled/Harbor Program-

Physical Handicapped Health Impairment Program- The students attend regular education classes and report to the special education resource room where they receive support services provided by the teacher of the physically handicapped.  The students are allowed to arrive up to 5 minutes after the start of the period and leave 5 minutes before the end of the period to facilitate safe passages through the corridors.  They are permitted to use the teachers’ elevator with school personnel.

Speech and/or Language Impaired- The students attend regular education classes and report to the speech and language pathologist for evaluation and/or therapy.

504 Program-
Special Education Team-
In addition to the special education teachers and teacher assistants, the special education team includes the following student support personnel:

Case Manager-The case manager is responsible in scheduling three year evaluations and the yearly Individual Education Planning conferences.
School Social Worker The school social worker helps students cope with school, family, or personal problems that may impede his or her ability to succeed in school.
School Psychologist- The school psychologist provides diagnostic evaluations to dertermine if  students require special education classes and / or related services.

Speech and Language Pathologist- The speech language pathologist screens, evaluates, and provides appropiate services to students with receptive and expressive communication problems. The speech language pathologist also provides consultative services to teachers, parents, and other professionals to help them understand and meet the student's speech, language, academic, and social needs.

 School Nurse- The school nurse administers student health services.  Education policy dictates that the nurse cannot dispense any type of medication. The school nurse is available to provide students with health information and referrals for treatment of health problems. 

Other Providers-Other providers join the team on an as needed basis.  They include: Occupational Therapist, Physical Therapists and representatives from other social service agencies.
