The Hunger Games
Summer Reading Packet

This packet is for students taking Regular or Honors Survey Literature in the 2010-2011 school year.

Our brains are complex, but simply put they are divided into two hemispheres: the left hemisphere and the right hemisphere. The left hemisphere is where we develop our reasoning, speech, writing, and number skills. The right hemisphere is our creative side where we develop our appreciation for talent in art, music, and other creative outlets. It is important to nurture both sides of our brains so we can grow and develop in many ways. SO, this summer in your Summer Reading Packet, you will exercise BOTH parts of your brain.

Pick ONE project for the left side of the brain and ONE for the right side of the brain. You will turn in a TOTAL of TWO assignments on Wednesday September 8th, 2010.

LEFT SIDE OF THE BRAIN (Choose one from this section)

1. Create a visual representation of your view on how the media (television, film, newspapers, magazines, video games, and music) influences or represents our society. Ideas to consider include a collage, comic book, painting, poster, sculpture, etc. On the back please provide a thorough description of how your project illustrates these ideas.
2. Are you a fan of graphic novels or comic books? Take five chapters from The Hunger Games and create and design a “comic” depicting those chapters. Please include visuals, dialogue, and captions – as appropriate – remember this is a comic book. 

3. Pick three of the contestants in the Hunger Games.  Create an illustration of each of them including any distinguishing physical traits, personality traits, and their weapon of choice.  You may choose any point in the plot from which to make your design.  For example, you might choose to draw Katniss at the end of the competition.
RIGHT SIDE OF THE BRAIN (Choose one from this section) 

1. There are many scenes in this book that are very dramatic and powerful. Choose the three scenes that you feel are the most powerful; construct a five paragraph essay around those scenes, their importance to the story, and the impact of them on Peeta and Katniss’s lives. (1200 word minimum).

2. Pretend you are a contestant in the Hunger Games.  Construct an essay planning your victory.  Please include your strategy, your weapons of choice, and your philosophy in dealing with the Capitol.  ( 1200 word minimum)

3. Almost everyone appearing in the story has some responsibility for the deaths of those who participate in the games. In your opinion who is most at fault (Including but not limited to the participants, those in charge of the games, or those who watch the games on television)? Please compose a five paragraph essay with at least THREE examples evidencing your point as to who is at fault. (1200 word minimum).
